Maths

History

In History this half term, children will learn about Toys" Children will
start the topic by looking at their own favourite toys. They will discuss
why they are their favourite toys and begin to ask questions about their
friend’s toys including ‘what is it made out of?. They will then look
at toys from Victorian times and compare these to toys they play with
now looking at the similarities and differences. This will include
identifying what materials the toys are made out of. The children will
then continue their toys' topic, by asking Nursery children what their
favourite toys are and looking at which toys are suitable and not
suitable for younger children to play with. They will end the unit by
answering the big question How have toys changed over time?" Children
will use all of the knowledge they have gained throughout the unit to

answer this question.

PHSE

In PSHE this half term, our topic is ‘Being Me" Children will
understand that they are a member of the class and that they have
rights and responsibilities. They will also tdentify rules to ensure they
are in a safe learning environment. Children will also learn that they

can contribute during class and how to celebrate following
accompLLshments. We will also expLore the fee['mg of bemg proud and
the teacher will identify why they are proud of each member of the

Art

In Art the children will be developing their Art and
Design skills through exploring primary and secondary
colours to create a print design. We will be using a
different range of materials creatively. The children
will explore abstract artists such as Kandinsky, Bernal
and Bo[otowskg. Theg will compare their pteces of work

and spot stimilarities and deferences.

PE

Attack, defend and shoot Unit | - Children will begin by
practicing different ways to send a ball to a target
including different ways to throw, roll and kick the ball.
They will also learn to defend.

Send and return Unit | - Children will develop their skills
by sending an object with increased confidence using a
hand or bat. They will work both independently or with a

partner sending and returning a vartety of balls.
